	Hazard: Lack of current and relevant information / guidance
	· The school/setting has the most recent information from the Government, and this is distributed throughout the school community

· In addition to the Government Guidance, the school/setting will actively review the Covid- 19 risk assessment to keep abreast of government, PHE  and Judicium Education whom provide Health & Safety guidance for the school. 

· Head Teacher/Manager to ensure daily checks are made with Government updates

· Any change in information to be shared with Chair of Governors and communicated to parents and staff

· School/Trust/Setting Website information is automatically updated

· Pupils updated as necessary

· All staff with under lying health issues or those within vulnerable groups have been asked to make their condition known to the Headteacher/Manager and individual risk assessments are in place where appropriate.
· The school/setting communicates appropriately with their most vulnerable pupils and a risk mitigation form is completed for all pupils with an EHCP to ensure necessary support is provided

· Arrangements are in place to check the welfare of vulnerable children who are not attending school/setting because they are self-isolating.
· Parents are informed of hygiene expectations and for the need to communicate this message in the home environment

· Coronavirus Posters are posted around school/setting i.e. Reception, dining hall and in corridors

· Handwashing posters are in all toilet areas and sink areas. 

· Staff who support families out of school and across the local community, such as the Early Help Manager will ensure during home visits where possible that liaison with families takes place outdoors if a home visit is needed. PPE will be worn and guidance followed in using hand sanitiser before and after the visit. Where possible multiple visits to different households/ school sites will be avoided on the same day. A diary will be maintained to support the school track and trace system.
· Staff lone working should adhere to the ‘Lone Working Policy’ · 
· Parents are asked to wear face coverings when picking up and dropping off pupils

	· Children will not be left alone at any point during the day 
· Staff to familiarise their children with the evacuation process and where to go in the event of a fire.  The school will provide this information
· Children will partake in all fire drills alongside the rest of the building occupants. Fire evacuation plans have been reviewed to ensure social distancing can be maintained for all routine fire drills.
· The school will only open if suitable numbers of staff are trained fire wardens are present on site (site staff on site at all times)
· If required, assembly points will be reviewed and all occupants trained in new procedures

· All fire alarm testing regimes will remain in place during any school occupation
· Fire wardens will be on site each day on site in addition to site staff who will lead on this

	· Children will not be tasked with running errands, irrespective of their age

· Children must be supervised on site at all times by a responsible adult from their ‘year group bubble’ (including their allocated midday superviser).

· Risk assessments will take into consideration the varied age, abilities and special educational needs of children.
· There will be no off-site educational activities taking place until at least October, when it will be reviewed. This also includes educational visits into school.

	· A minimum of one trained first aider are on site at all times to accommodate students any children who may become unwell or be involved in an accident 

· All midday supervisors to carry first aid belts.

Medical Conditions/ allergies  
Risk:  
Inability to provide appropriate care to children
	· Parents are responsible for notifying school staff of their children’s medical condition, including sharing with staff any special care required
· Pupil needs considered and staff medically trained to be on site if applicable to support children
· If pupil needs cannot be met to prevent risk children may have to be refused on site if the number of staff to support children cannot be met

· Parents are ultimately responsible for ensuring required medication is available should children need it

Lunch provision to children with allergies, special dietary requirements

	· Where possible the in-house catering service will provide lunch
· Parents with children with specific dietary needs may be required to provide lunch to their own children 
· Lunctimes will be staggered to avoid year group bubbles coming into contact.

· Classrooms will be utilised for school meals to ensure hot meals stay hot. 

· Year group bubbles will be allocated a midday supervisor.

· Midday supervisors will carry walkie talkies in case first aid (beyond what they can safely deal with on the playground) is needed.

	Hazard:  lack of hygiene             

Risk: 
risk of cross infection/contamination of COVID-19

	· Strict hygiene measures are applied throughout the school and are extended to children
· Social distancing where possible for children and staff must be adhered to when possible

· In year 1-6 all children’s desks will be forward facing and side to side. 

· Children will be required to wash hands at regular periods and apply good respiratory and hand hygiene 

· Any children experiencing Covid-19 symptoms will be required to isolate on site and leave as soon as possible

· They will be required to adhere to the government test and trace and any positive tests will need to be communicated in order that their year group bubble can also be self-isolated.
· Staff and pupils have been reminded to ensure clean uniform is worn daily where possible
· All corridors are one-way, minimising the risk of cross contamination.

	Hazard: 
Inadequate staff to child ratios  

Risk:
injury
	· Appropriate safe staff ratios will be applied to all children on site including with children
· Ratios will be adjusted as required to take in the needs of students and children, including during structured and play activities 

· The Coronavirus Bill enables schools relax some requirements of schools including staff to student ratios.  The Head Teacher (who sets the staff rota) assesses the risk of staff and students on site.  She will make an informed decision whether suitable numbers of staff are available to safely accommodate the students.
· Where children displays challenging behaviours, an individual risk assessment will be undertaken and shared with the TRUST SENDCo

	Hazard: 
Coronavirus spreading across school
Risk:
Spread of virus 
	· Children and other children on site should be sufficiently spaced from each other in order to reduce the further spread of Coronavirus
· Staff will wash hands regularly including before and after eating and before and after using shared equipment i.e. kettles

· All office type workstations/desks being used at the same time to be at least 2 metres apart, unless working closely together as a requirement of their work

· Staff will use the same classroom, office, room, area each day and avoid changing classrooms, office, workstations, pens, scissors or other equipment with different staff and pupil groups.
· Sharing of equipment will be avoided but where it is unavoidable it will be cleaned and stored for 72 hours before being swapped.

· Handwashing techniques are explained to all pupils

· Teachers (and support staff) follow and regularly reiterate the hygiene message to pupils;

cover your cough or sneeze with a tissue

If you don’t have any tissues available, then cough and sneeze into the crook of your elbow and throw the tissue in a bin

· Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth with unwashed hands

· All pupils are asked and reminded to wash their hands;

before leaving home and on arrival at school,

after using the toilet and after breaks and sporting activities, before food preparation and eating any food, including snacks, before leaving school

· Supervision of pupils washing hands correctly in school is periodically undertaken by staff

· Year group bubbles will not mix

· Start and finish times will be staggered to avoid people congregating.

· Playtimes and lunchtimes will be staggered to avoid class bubbles mixing.

· PPA cover teacher will not cover lessons in EYFS where social distancing is not always maintainable. They will not cover more than one class bubble per day and will adhere to 2m social distancing at all time.

· Only the principal is permitted to have contact with more than one class bubble – however if this is unavoidable and necessary e.g. first aid, behaviour, class cover etc.
· There will be no gatherings at any time of more than one class bubble and all assemblies will continue via Zoom.
· Staff from different class group bubbles will not mix.

	11.
	Hazard; Social distancing failure
	· All year groups are contained within bubbles with break times, lunch times and the movement of pupils around the school staggered to reduce large groups of pupils / staff gathering

· Teaching staff stay with their class group bubbles and do not crossover to teach/support different groups/classes, thereby NOT EXTENDING the contact group and limiting the potential spread of coronavirus (COVID-19) in school (with the only expectation being PPA teacher and principle) 
· Pupils stay with their class bubble and are encouraged to observe social distancing and not play with other groups/classes

· As much as possible, children, young people and staff are spaced apart at all times. All desk are forward facing and side by side in year 1-6.
· ensuring everyone queues and eats further apart than normal

· keeping apart when in the playground or doing any physical exercise – there will be o contact sport.
· visiting the toilet one after the other – with 2minutes in between where possible.
· avoiding unnecessary staff gatherings

· As much as possible, (in early years settings) staff seek to prevent the sharing of food, drink, utensils, equipment and toys

· Staff implement the recommended measures as far as they are able, whilst ensuring children are kept safe and well cared for

· Parents are discouraged from gathering outside school

· Transport providers are also discouraged from gathering outside school

	Hazard: Insufficient PPE equipment for staff

Risk:       Spread of virus
	· Gloves, aprons and hand sanitiser are all available for staff.

· Pupil behavior risk assessments have been updated with specific Covid-19 information should pupil’s behavior pose an additional risk 
· Homemade PPE kits, including mark, aprons, visors, and gloves can be found in all rooms in use. These are only to be worn if a child is displaying Covid symptoms. These may also be used by cleaning staff.
· Full PPE is available should someone on site show symptoms and have to go into isolation. PPE is available for staff to support an individual in isolation and cleaning staff.

	Hazard: Narrow corridors, unable to social distance
Risk:       Spread of virus
	· School will operate a one way system.

· Children and staff will walk in the direction of the EYFS classroom. Door will be kept on latches so that children and staff can access the outside.

· There will be a one way system on the path outside which will take you either, back into the building or onto the playground.

· Children and staff should use the door nearest to their room to access outside.

· Playground areas are zoned to give each class bubble their own space.

	Hazard: Broken boiler in the KS2 toilets
Risk:       Spread of virus as no hot water
	· Plumber has been contacted – waiting for them to do  site visit to assess.
· Governors have waivered the 3 quote rule in order that the boiler be fixed as soon as possible.

· Boiler will need fixing before KS2 children can return to school as there are no other facilities for hand washing

· HT in contact with Stubbin Wood 

· Boiler is scheduled to be fixed in the summer holidays

	Hazard: Use of toys and equipment 
Risk:       Spread of virus 
	· All toys will be cleaned before being used by a different group of children and left for 72 hours
· All children will have their own stationary and desk space
· All soft toys and furnishing will be removed from classrooms
· All classrooms to be used have been decluttered

· Children will not be allowed to bring in any toys or equipment from home

· Children will not be permitted to take books home or anything that is required to be brought back into school.

· All children will be asked to bring their own water bottle, as drinking cups will not be provided by the school.

	Hazard: Children or staff displaying Covid symptoms in school
Risk:       Spread of virus 
	· Children will be isolated in the main office until parents can collect

· Door will be opened and child will be taken to meet parent via the back gate entrance so they don’t have to walk through school

· Office space will be thoroughly cleaned before anyone can enter afterwards

· PPE kits will be available for staff to wear when waiting with children

· Staff displaying symptoms will leave the site immediately and self-isolate for 7/14 days 

· Any waste generated will be double bagged and left in storage in the outside shed for 72 hours before going in the general waste bin.

· Test and trace will be adhered to and any positive tests will be shared with anyone inside the class bubble or whom has had contact with the pupil. These people/groups will be isolated for 14 days and their learning space deep cleaned.

	Hazard: changing of nappies
Risk: Spread of virus, personal comfort of child
	· All children still in nappies to bring spare clothes
· Headteacher will be on site however might not always be available to assist in the changing of nappies when needed e.g., if on a call or with another child.

· All staff providing personal care/ changing nappies will be required to wear PPE normally used to carry out nappy changing
· If a child has an accident, their parents will be called to take them home and clean them to avoid any spread of germs. They may return them to school afterwards if appropriate.

	Hazard: Staff who work in other settings/workplaces
Risk:       Spread of virus
	· Some staff might have more than 1 job, meaning that they are coming into contact with a greater number of people e.g. shop assistant and midday supervisor.

· Good hygiene is maintained - use of hand sanitiser and hand washing, clean clothes are worn when coming into school and vice versa.

· The other place of work has been thoroughly checked and they have put in all necessary safety measures and social distancing between the workers and customers is being adhered to.
